We would have to pay the legal fee’s until it is settled but then just as in Mr. Good’s case, we would be reimbursed all the legal fee’s.  After much discussion Ray Herrmann motioned we table this until the treasurer can get us a detailed account of those with accounts over 2 years old.  Sam Cooper second.  Motion carried.  Debra will try to get that information collected for the next meeting.
