Roll Call - The meeting was called to order by David Mickelson.


Present were: David Mickelson, Ray Herrmann, Larry Martin, Paul Zaffino, Carrie Staiano, Wanda Eberhard, Sam Cooper, Debra Kessinger, and Dave Willett.

B:
Agenda – Deb Kessinger motioned we approve the agenda with the addition of the Addressing Meeting.  Wanda Eberhard second.  Agenda approved.  

C. Review and Approve Minutes – Wanda Eberhard reported she did not have the minutes from the last meeting completed.  David Mickelson motioned we table them.  Carrie Staiano second.  Motion carried.  

D. Officer – Committee Reports

1. Presidents Report –

a. Introduction of Guests – Ron Evans, Wayne and Lori Lenard, and Mike Nowicki were present.  

b. Old Business – Larry Martin brought up questions regarding our attorney bills in January and March’s minutes.  Wanda Eberhard apologized, as her computer crashed and there were a couple mistakes she caught and changed with information from Debra Kessinger but did miss a couple of additional mistakes.  Wanda will get them corrected and sent to all board members.  

Treasurer Report - Debra Kessinger reports our checking account balance as of May 7th, 2009 was $16,545.01.  Our accounts receivable balance as of May 7th, 2009 is $5,789.09.

   Ray Herrmann motioned we pay the bills.  Sam Cooper second.  Motion carried.



Debra also reported with an e-mail vote she went ahead and paid the Kinko’s bill of $58.49 to avoid late fees.  Also $14.20 was used to pay for the checks she had ordered. 



Debra passed around an Accounting Sheet for our remaining indebtedness.  In the initial phase there are the 4 larger accounts with the longest outstanding indebtedness.  Debra recommends we try one more time and send a “30-day intention of effort to resolve indebtedness” letter along with a bill to 3 of them.  The 4th will need further investigation, as she cannot find the owner and everything sent comes back.  Ray Herrmann volunteered to go to the county to try to find out information on the “missing” landowner.  Ray also motioned we have Debra send the letters of intent to the other 3 landowners.  Carrie Staiano second.  Motion carried.  



The 2nd phase of Debra’s Accounting Sheet only involves one landowner that is in the 3rd year of indebtedness.  She recommends we send an “intent letter” to this account as well.  Ray Herrmann motioned Debra send this letter as well.  Carrie Staiano second.  Motion carried.    



The 3rd phase is those landowners that are reaching 2 years of indebtedness this year.  Debra motioned we table these since she is still getting money in the mail.  Carrie Staiano second.  Motion carried.  



The 4th phase are those that only owe for 2009 and it was agreed to let those accounts ride awhile longer also.  


3. Secretary’s report – Wanda Eberhard had no report
   4. Committee Reports –
a. Legal – David Mickelson passed around copies of the letter from the attorney with protocols if we would ever need to turn someone over for collections.  To start the process it would cost $40 for a “demand letter”.  If the Board would decide to take it further it would be $92 for “notices and releases of assessment lien”.  If the Board would decide to go even further it would be $200/hr. for “collection lawsuit”.  The Board would have the power as to how far to take any case and would need approval for every step.  One major benefit would be that the attorney would keep accurate records of any action taken and a board member would not have to be responsible for making sure of the legalities.  There was no decision made but we will all think it over as to using this procedure for any problems we may have in the future. 
b. Architecture – Ray Herrmann passed around the application from Mike Nowicki for a house.  After review Ray Herrmann motioned we approve.  Wanda Eberhard second.  Motion carried.

c. Fish and Animal - Dave Willett, Tony and Carrie Staiano, and Sam Cooper will use the same amount of $2000 for fish this year.  They would like to include the usual larger  

“rainbows” for the grandkids and also some “browns” to put in 3-4 test holes to see if they can adapt and survive the winter and reproduce.  They have gotten some expert advice and would like to see if it works.  With all their research this year they will be using Lilley Fisheries.  Dave Willett motioned we get some of the “browns” for test holes along with the “rainbows” this year.  Sam Cooper second.  Motion carried. 

d. Roads – Larry Martin, Paul Zaffino and David Mickelson met regarding drainage problems on the Sand Creek crossing on Wapiti Way with the beaver dams getting bigger and road base washing away.  After much discussion Ray Herrmann motioned the Fish and Animal Committee combine with the Road Committee to work together to get more information as what the next step would be.  Debra Kessinger second.  Paul Zaffino voted no.  Motion carried.  

      e. Security – David Mickelson had no report.

      f. Public Relations – Carrie Staiano would like approval to purchase more maps, as she 



  is sold out.  Ray Herrmann motioned Carrie have $200 in her budget to get the maps as 



  needed.  Sam Cooper second.  Motion carried.  



  The addressing meeting in Red Feather Lakes was discussed with several board members 

 

  attending.

  “community” and maybe with request to get our own zip code for safety purposes.  

  At least then we could go before the commissioners with our issues.  

      g. Fire – Sam Cooper reports that the 3rd fire trailer is done except for a little welding.  He will just need to get it up to Sand Creek and we need to decide where we will be locating it.  It was discussed and we decided we would all think about it and bring ideas back next month.
