C. Review and Approve Minutes – Carrie Staiano motioned we approve May minutes.  Sam Cooper second.  Motion carried.  Due to the April minutes being tabled last meeting, Wanda Eberhard motion we approve the April minutes.  Deb Kessinger second.  Motion carried.    

D. Officer – Committee Reports

1. Presidents Report –

a. Introduction of Guests – Gloria Zaffino was present.  

b. Old Business – David Mickelson wanted to address the vote the board had via e-mail.  It was regarding the road being damaged at the beaver dam on Wapiti Way.  David sent pictures and options for repair.  Landowner Oscar Orozco had offered to do a lot of the work with his equipment along with George Mores Construction out of Laramie for the back-hoe work and David Mickelson donating the crushed granite to build up the roadway.  On May 13th, 2009 David Mickelson contacted all board members to vote for the repairs including a culvert.  By majority vote the work was completed.  The total cost was $850.90.  (see below in ‘bills to pay’ for detailed expenses)


2.   Treasure’s Report - Debra Kessinger reports our checking account balance as of May 31st, 2009 was $16,718.31.  Our accounts receivable balance as of May 31st, 2009 was $4,577.34.  The balance of the old accounts receivable was $30.61, the last account with Bonded Adjusting.  Debra also reports that she has $240.00 to deposit.

Debra Kessinger also reports that Phase I of her collection plan includes Victor Boger we continue to have returned mail.  It is the same address the county has but Debra motioned we table for another month while she investigates further.  Ray Herrmann second.  Motion carried.  Regarding Maria Bogart, Debra sent her another letter and has not yet heard back as it has not yet been 30 days.  Debra would like to table this account also until next month.  Sam Cooper second.  Motion carried.  The final accounts in this phase are Joy Martin who is paying payments and Marian Pond who has paid in full.  With Phase II there is only one landowner with 3 years indebtedness.  Joann Wallace was also sent a letter that has not been out 30 days yet so Debra would like to motion this account be tabled until next month.  Ray Herrmann second.  Motion carried.  For Phase III there are 11 landowners who have not paid in 2008 or 2009.  Ray Herrmann motioned we add a 10% penalty assessment and re-bill them.  Sam Cooper second.  Motion Carried.  For Phase IV Debra motioned we table these for now, as they are just the landowners that need to pay this year.  Wanda Eberhard second.  Motion carried.  


3. Secretary’s report – Wanda Eberhard had no report.
   4. Committee Reports –
a. Legal – David Mickelson had nothing to report.  
b. Architecture – Ray Herrmann had an application from Terry Funk for a rail fence and gate at the entrance of his property.  Ray Herrmann motioned we approve.  David Mickelson second.  Motion carried.  

Fish and Animal - Dave Willett reports after checking for deeper spots to put some browns and talking to the experts at Liley’s they were told we don’t have adequate habitat for the browns.  So we will be getting rainbows.  Ray Herrmann motioned we give Dave the check to pay Liley’s on June 11th, for the fish.  Wanda Eberhard second.  Motion carried.  Dave and all volunteers will be meeting the fish truck at the state line at 11:00 a.m.  

c. Roads – There was much discussion regarding the resignation of Larry Martin as of May 30th, 2009.  Carrie Staiano motioned we table Larry’s resignation for a month to give us a chance to talk with Larry to see if he might reconsider.  Ray Herrmann second.  A vote was taken with Paul Zaffino voting ‘no’, David Mickelson abstaining, and with the remaining six members voting ‘yes’ for the motion.  Motion carried.  

In the wake of Larry Martin’s resignation, David Mickelson reported talking with several landowners looking for experienced volunteers for a “Road Maintenance Advisory Committee” to help with our roads and get a plan in place for the summer maintenance.  

      e. Security – David Mickelson had no report.

      f. Public Relations – In discussing the “addressing” of Sand Creek it was decided that we together as the “Sand Creek Park Land Owners Association Board of Directors”, petition Larimer County Commissioners for an appeal hearing to establish Sand Creek as it’s own “Community” and to discuss the needs of Sand Creek Park as it grows and develops.  Ray Herrmann motioned we request an appeal hearing with the Larimer County Commissioners.  David Mickelson second.  Motion carried.  Wanda Eberhard will get a copy of the minutes, board members names and addresses, and the petition sent out as soon as possible.  

      g. Fire – Sam Cooper reports that the 3rd fire trailer is in Sand Creek but we need to decide where it will be located.  No decision was made but we will discuss it again at next month’s meeting.
