Please see Section 4.2, 4.2.1, 4.2.2 and 4.2.3 of “Sand Creek Park Landowners’ Association Policy Regarding Inspection and Copying of Association Records”. Yet other information requested is just “unreasonable particularity” with one request of 3 years of correspondence to all “unit owners”, which is primarily dues statements, building applications, and newsletters.

Ray Herrmann motioned David Mickelson deliver the denial for request of records to attorney Bradford March and to also let them know the Board of Directors will not be hiring our attorney for this matter and any further correspondence will be made through the Board of Directors.  Sam Cooper second.  Motion carried.
