I:
Roll Call of Board Members – The meeting was called to order by president, David Mickelson.  All were present.


Self Introduction of Bd. Members -   David Mickelson - President.  Ray Herrmann - Vice President/Architecture.  Debra Kessinger - Treasurer.   Wanda Eberhard - Secretary.  Larry Martin - Roads.  Carrie Staiano - Public Relations.  Sam Cooper - Fire.  John Leazer - Fish and Animal.  Paul Zaffino – Covenants/Web Site Manager.


Introduction of Vendors – David Mickelson asked the vendors we invited to introduce themselves.  They were Russ Wiedeman with Cabin Country, Duke Shaffer with Northwest Reality, Sam Burnham with Burham-Beck and Sun, and Pat Osborn with Great Plains Power.  Having vendors at our meeting helps to pay for meeting expenses and lunch.  We hope any interested landowners stop to see them and find their information useful.   There will also be a link on our Sand Creek web site for even more information from our vendors.  

II:
Agenda Approval – Chuck Bennett made a motion to approve the agenda.  Chuck Porter  seconded.  Motion carried, agenda approved.


Quorum – David Mickelson reported there being a quorum with 16,000 acres in Sand Creek, needing 1/10 of landowners either present or by proxy to conduct business.

III:
Review and Approval 2006 Annual Meeting Minutes - As the minutes were published in the newsletter, and no corrections were required, Chuck Bennett made a motion to approve the minutes without their being read.  Chuck Porter second.  Motion carried, minutes stand as published.  

IV:
Officer and Committee Reports – 


President’s Report – David Mickelson reported only $50 in legal fees last year with no court proceedings pending.  

Vice President’s Report – Ray Herrmann just wanted to comment that we had a very good year last year and no real problems.

Secretary’s Report – Wanda Eberhard reported that the minutes of all our meetings will now be posted on the web site.

Treasurer’s Report – Debra Kessinger first refers to the balance sheet.  As of right now our checking account balance is $1,896.45.  There are no accounts payable as all of our bills are current.  Referring to the income statement, our total revenues last year were $17,159.28 with $15,999.20 of that being dues.  We also collect monies from maps, transfer fees, advertising, and late fees.  As far as expenses, our totals were $30,420.30 which included $14,000 from the year before for roads.  Referring to the new 2007 proposed budget we will have approximately $16,000.00 at $1.00 per acre this year and with at least half of that going to roads.     

Public Relations – Carrie Staiano reported that she has been working on all the accounts and records making sure our records match the county records.  It has been very time consuming but she is doing a great job.  Carrie also wanted to thank everyone who puts an ad in the newsletters, as this is a great help to offset the costs for us, and hopefully beneficial for those placing the ads also. 

Fire – Wade Dellmar was our Fire Committee chairman but unfortunately resigned from the Board of Directors.  We thank Wade for his service.  Sam Cooper graciously filled the open spot on the board.  Today he will be running for election.  Sam reports that the fire trailer is at Larry Martin’s place presently and will be moved back to Mr. Ruff’s shed for the summer.  We need to keep in mind that it takes a 2-inch ball to pull the fire trailer.  Sam 

reports that Harmony Volunteer Fire Department does respond to Sand Creek but due to the distance involved everyone must help to keep their cabins and buildings fire safe, which in turn lowers the cost of insurance.  

Roads – Larry Martin reported putting down lots of road base last year on Chimney Rock Road, Running Water Circle Road, Picnic Pass Road, and Wapiti Way.   3/4 of a mile on Chimney Rock Road was washed out therefore  rebuilt and culverts added.  Shaky Bridge was also reinforced with a big thanks to Mike Kyne for his help and 

guidance with that project.  If anyone has a road concern, please see Larry Martin.  There is also the time in June when we meet for fish stocking and any road concerns, times and places will be in the newsletter.  Larry will be available to check out any concerns that are brought to his attention.  

There were also concerns voiced as to the West Bull Mountain access.  It was closed by the Forest Service and when asked “why”, they responded with the “Roadless Initiative”, low budget and just no funds to maintain the road.  Larry Martin suggested landowners go to the county as a group for needed access, as they keep Larimer River Road open all year long with more tax base coming from Sand Creek than the Larimer River Valley.  Sam Cooper offered to go directly to Dale Miller from the Forest Service Road and Bridge Department at the county to get this opened as soon as possible.  

Fish and Animal – John Leazer reported spending about $2000 last year for fish.  We got over 500 pounds of fish at $3.55/lb.  John wanted to thank all the people who came up to help with the stocking and invites everyone again this year, as it is a lot of fun.  John also stated that we will be going through the same company for fish this year, that being Kline Trout Farms.  The date for stocking has not been set yet but will be in the upcoming newsletter. 

Architecture – Ray Herrmann reports construction approval for three cabins last year.  Ray also reports that the county finally hauled out Mr. Good’s trailers.  If anyone has any questions or concerns regarding putting up cabins, outbuildings, fences, or any other structures please see Ray Herrmann.  

Legal and Security – David Mickelson fortunately had no report.   

Covenants/Web Site  – Paul Zaffino reports the web site up and running.  This site is www.scploa.org.  Paul invites all to visit the site, post comments, pictures, and view the Covenants/By-Laws and minutes from our annual and monthly meetings.  There will also be a link for our vendors so we can all get additional information from them.  If you have any questions regarding the site, registering on the site, or information you would like posted, etc.  please contact Paul.  

David Mickelson reminded everyone that they should have received a Proposed Covenant/By-Law Change information sheet. We will discuss these proposed changes and we will be voting on them at the end of the meeting along with our election.  
V:
Unfinished or Old Business – 


Budget for year 2007 – Chuck Bennett motion we approve the 2007 budget.  Angela Moser second.  The 2007 

              budget stands approved.  

Covenant Committee Discussion – David Mickelson referred to the proposed changes and explained them in detail.  David then opened the floor for discussion regarding these changes.   After all questions were answered these changes will be added to the ballot for a vote on each change.  

William Good’s Indebtedness -David Mickelson requests landowners input on Mr. Good’s situation.  He has never paid dues.  He owes the Association approximately $2,370 not including, this years dues, and we had to write off approximately $1,300 because we failed to add yearly liens to his property.  David has requested that we vote to take legal action to insure the Association is able to collect.  Mr. Good would be liable for any realtor fees, legal fees, and indebtedness, therefore this should not cost the Association anything.  

Tom Buchanan motioned we take legal action to foreclose on William Good’s property for indebtedness to Sand Creek Park Landowners Association.  Gene Wagner second.  Motion carried.  We will also add this issue to our floor vote.

VI:
New Business – 


Election of Board Members – There are four chairs up for re-election for the Board of Directors.  Sam Cooper – Fire Committee; Ray Herrmann – Vice President/Architecture Committee; Carrie Staiano – Public Relations; and Wanda Eberhard – Secretary.  Paul Zaffino opened the floor for nominations for chair #1.  There were no nominations for chair #1.  Barb Anderson motioned we close nominations for chair #1.  Chuck Porter seconded.  


Motion carried.  Paul Zaffino opened the floor for nominations for chair #2.  There were no nominations for chair #2.  Shirley Ray motioned we close nominations for chair #2.  Mary Lou Ruff seconded.  Motion carried.  Paul Zaffino opened the floor for nominations for chair #3.  There were no nominations for chair #3.  Mary Lou Ruff 


motioned we close nominations for chair #3.  Andy Anderson seconded.  Motion carried.  Paul Zaffino opened the floor for  nominations for chair #4.  There were no nominations for chair #4.  Andy Anderson motioned we close nominations for chair #4.  Norma Conaway second.  Motion carried.  Votes were taken.  

VII:
Questions and Comments – 
· There was much discussion regarding our proposed covenant/by-law changes.  Anyone with any other suggested changes they would like to see are to please let the Board of Directors know.

· Our Covenants and By-Laws are now posted on our web site and you can always get a copy at the Larimer County offices because these are attached to our property.  

· There was also a lot of discussion regarding our taxes, being over taxed, and county services.

IX:
Election Results – It was noted the ballots would again be destroyed after the election as done every year.


There were two landowners and one board member that counted the votes.   


Results as follows: The board members ran unopposed.  All four chairs will be retained by the present board members for another 3-year term including Sam Cooper, Ray Herrmann, Wanda Eberhard, and Carrie Staiano


The results were overwhelmingly “Yes” for us to proceed with legal action against William Good for his indebtedness to the Association.  The numbers were 3052 “Yes” – 328 “No” - and 8 voiced “No” votes.
